What is asset development?
Asset development (also referred to as asset building) describes efforts at the public policy and programmatic levels to assist low income persons with limited financial resources to accrue and maintain assets. These programs assist qualified participants to start a savings account, buy a home, pay for college, start a small business, or save to a retirement plan. What is an Individual Development Account (IDA)? 
Individual Development Accounts (IDAs) are special savings accounts that match the deposits of low to moderate income people. For every dollar saved in an IDA, savers receive a corresponding match which serves as both a reward and incentive to further the saving habit. These funds are typically used for post-secondary education or job training, home purchase, or to capitalize a small business. To find a local program, see IDA Basics at
http://cfed.org/programs/idas/ida_basics/.
